Instructions To Applicants + Terms and Conditions
SENIOR GRANT AWARDS

Senior Research Awards are aimed at established researchers in professional positions but without regard to nationality. These awards are also open to researchers who have retired from such positions but are still active in research. Postdoctoral fellows/researchers should apply for an Early Career grant.
1. Applicants should be members of the Malacological Society of London.

2. Proposals must fall within the subject areas covered by The Society’s journal, Journal of Molluscan Studies, and comply fully with the Instructions to Applicants.

3. Awards are made to assist malacological research (travel, visits to museums, fieldwork, analytical costs, etc.), with each award having a maximum value of £1,800.

4. An application must include an itemised summary (i.e. budget breakdown) of how the funding requested has been calculated. Applications that do not include a budget breakdown will not be considered.

5. Grants are not made to attend meetings. 

6. Grants may not be used to pay salary costs of the researcher, research assistants or students.

7. The total project should be achievable within the sum requested.

8. Preference is given to discrete research projects i.e. the project should not be a component of a larger project, and this should be made clear in the application.
9. If applications to other bodies for funding the same project are successful, then payments will not be granted, or will be withheld.

10. Funding will not be made retrospectively.

11. Normally awards are made to single individuals, and a case must be made for funding of people other than the applicant.
12. Recipients of Research Grants are required to submit a report to the Society within a month of completing the work supported by the award. This report should be written as an article of approximately 1000 words for publication in The Malacologist.
